


The opportunities for the CPRE to
influence policy in order to improve
our future quality of life have proba-
bly never been greater. We have
seen a growth in the power of the
environmental lobby as voters real-
ise the threats to the landscapes
we love. The new South Downs
National Park is a good example of
how we can still improve the envi-
ronment despite the pressures for
development.

However, simultaneously we see
changes in the planning system to
help a “growth agenda” and seek
immediate economic growth at any
cost. There is a similar contradic-
tion in the wish to centrally plan and
impose targets and yet involve the
community.

These conflicting pressures will not
change after the election. This
gives the CPRE an important and
unique role in ensuring that envi-
ronmental policy is not ignored by
short term development.

The Branch and districts are cur-
rently involved in the consultation
process for the new planning sys-
tem across the North West. Cur-
rently Local Government
Authorities are preparing a dossier
of documents entitled, the “Local
Development Framework” or LDF.
These important documents re-
place the current Borough and
County plans and | would like to

thank all those working on these
consultations.

Given how important the CPRE’s
role is and its benefits to the com-
munity, it always surprises me how
few people know who we are. This
is being examined at a National
level through a “Brand Review” and
hopefully this will provide us with
some good ideas on how to raise
our profile. This is vital as our mem-
bership is slowly declining, which if
so few people know we exist is not
surprising.
Despite the threats to the Cheshire
Countryside we can look back at a
successful six months since the last
newsletter - as you will see from the
following pages, the branch has
been active in both planning and
other Countryside issues.

We have continued to run regular
meeting for planning volunteers
from the districts and have recently
had encouraging response to re-
quests for new volunteers to join
our team. These meeting were set

up following requests from the Dis-
tricts to find a method of ensuring
we communicated and exchanged
knowledge and skills around the
County. My thanks go to Mike
Sanderson for organising this pro-
gramme.

As part of our projects to preserve
the County’s Hedgerows we ran a
workshop in  Reaseheath to

prepare information pack to
encourage education on hedges in
schools and the planting of

hedgerows by parish councils. The
packs will be developed in 2010
and funding sought to publish them.

Branch events in the last six
months included a walk around
Grange Farm to see the herd of
Red Pole Cattle, followed by lunch
at a local pub where beef from the
farm was served. |Inviting the
National CPRE board to at
Reaseheath College, and a
Christmas Lunch with a talk on the
proposed Chester Zoo “Heart of
Africa” Biodome.

Finally may | thank all of you for
your support of the Charity in the
last six months and hope you have
the opportunity to get out into the
Cheshire Countryside to enjoy the
spring weather.

How can this be? Tesco's,
Britain’s biggest supermarket
chain, recently reported a surge
in sales throughout December
and early January. Other super-
markets are likewise going from
strength to strength, opening
more new outlets every month.
Walk into any of our local super-
markets and you just wouldn’t
believe that we're in the deepest
recession (or just coming out,
depending which economist you
believe!)

Unfortunately, it's the local pro-
ducers who're feeling the pinch.
Even those precious few that
supply the supermarket chains
are generally being screwed
down so the supermarkets can
protect their margins. And

Time to put Cheshire countryside on the election agenda

You have probably noticed that
our politicians are limbering up
for a General Election that will
take place soon!

To many people, the prospect of
several months of electioneering
induces a feeling of sinking-
hearted boredom but if you can
bear it, it's worth remaining en-
gaged, and listening to what our
prospective MPs say — and what
they don't.

Some issues always get an air-
ing. Quite rightly, the economy,
public services and crime will be
hotly debated as, no doubt, will
the qualities of the candidates
hoping to be Prime Minister. But
some topics just seem to drop
off the agenda. In recent elec-
tions — apart from 2001, when
foot-and-mouth disease affected
the timing of the poll — the coun-
tryside, and how to protect and
enhance it, has received very
little attention.

So surely it should matter to all
of us — whether we live in the
countryside or in towns and cit-
ies — what politicians want to do
to safeguard its unique charac-
ter, and to make it a better place.
Shouldn't our candidates be
beating a path to our doors to tell
us what they will do to protect
the countryside which so many
of us cherish?

Ahead of this election, CPRE

CPRE NW Region Chair,
Nick Thompson

has produced its own
"manifesto”, setting out what we
think the next government

should do for the countryside.
We want it to inspire voters, and
candidates, in the countryside,
town and city. The regeneration
of our urban areas, the protec-
tion of our most beautiful land-
scapes and of the precious
Green Belts around our towns
and cities, and strong action to
tackle the blight of litter and fly-
tipping would, we believe, im-
prove everyone's quality of life.

So remember that an election
campaign isn't just the politi-
cians' chance to tell you what
they think — it's your chance to
tell them what matters to you.
Now is the time to make sure
that protecting the Cheshire
countryside — a unique asset —is
at the top of their lists!

The objectives of the charity.

The object of CPRE Cheshire Branch is to
promote and encourage the improvement, pro-
tection and preservation of the countryside.
The Branch’s activities cover the County of
Cheshire within its current boundaries as well
as Wirral, Warrington, Halton, Trafford and
Stockport Unitary Authorities. The Branch’s
activities are aimed at improving the rural envi-
ronment in the interests of communities living
in rural areas as well as those in Towns and
neighbouring Cities who enjoy our beautiful
Cheshire Countryside.

The Charity does not make grants to third
parties. From time to time the Branch may give
support to related charities and parties with
similar objectives.

Chairman’s Summary of the year

Branch Activities

Our actives during the year ranged from de-
fending the Countryside against inappropriate
development to promoting the rural economy
and the environment.

Our District committees have been active in
responding to the new Local Development
Frameworks across the North West as well as
campaigning to ensure developments are envi-
ronmentally sustainable. This has sometimes
been through direct opposition- for examples
the Acton Wind Farm and Dobbies Develop-
ment south of Alderley Edge but also through
engaging in consultation where development is
desirable but needs to be carried out sensitive-
ly- for example the expansion to Chester Zoo.

We ran an active summer shows programme
with more shows attended than in 2009. These
included the Cheshire Show, Northwich Show,
Cheshire Ploughing and Hedge cutting Match,
Poynton Show, Nantwich Show, Nantwich
Food and Drink Festival and Sandbach Fair
Trade Fair. We did not attend the RHS Tatton
Show as this was seen as too expensive and
related in horticulture rather than the Country-
side.

Our Countryside Projects were also very ac-
tive. We ran our Writing Competion in Conjunc-
tion with Cheshire Life Magazine, and a
Childrens’ Colouring Competition and quiz,

both with a local food theme, was run at the

Summer Shows.

The hedgerows network helped interested volun-
teers find the right opportunities and we devel-
oped the content for new information packs
aimed at schools and parish councils interested
in hedgerow planting, repair or education on this
vital wildlife and landscape feature.

The Cheshire CPRE was particularly active pro-
moting local foods. A Local Food Map was pre-
pared around Knutsford (through a National
Office Project) and later in the year around Nant-
wich by local volunteers. A splendid new web site
for local food has been prepared -
www.buylocal.cprecheshire.org.uk

Our events programme was again full, with a
Charity Concert in March, a workshop on Re-
gional Planning at the AGM in April, an Easter
Historic Churches Walk, an evening cruise down
the Dee in June, a Autumn Walk around Grange
Farm in Mickle Trafford, and our Christmas
Lunch in the Great Hall for Vale Royal Abbey with
a speaker from Chester Zoo.

Finally | would like to thank those who have
made all the above possible, our members who
give their time to the CPRE Cheshire Branch,
Debbie Janney, our secretary, and Becca Nelson
our Press and Membership Officer.

Fundraising

Fundraising has been particularly difficult this
year. Membership subscriptions pay for only a
third of our costs. The balance, £18,500, has to
come from other sources. In 2009 as we raised
£13,214 a deficit of £4,210. This fundraising,
given the lack of a willing fundraising volunteer
has had to be largely carried out by your Chair-
man. Memberships

In 2009 we suffered a net loss of 26 members
while recruiting 40 new members. This is signifi-
cantly better than the previous year and | believe
reflects the increased level of activity in the
branch but | would urge all members to take
advantage of any opportunities to ask people to
join and recruit the next generation for our cause.

WHAT WE WANT TO SEE IN CHESHIRE
WEST'S POLICY DOCUMENTS by Lillian Burns

The two new Unitary Authorities in
Cheshire are pulling together their
key planning, transport and com-
munity policies for the next few
years.

Cheshire West and Chester
(CwacC) Council are running ahead
of Cheshire East Council (CEC) in
the process at the moment. Over
the turn of the year they ran a joint
public consultation on the ‘Issues
and Options’ for the Core Strategy
part of their Local Development
Framework (LDF) simultaneously
with consultations on their Local
Transport Plan and Sustainable
Community Strategy. All these
documents are now statutory re-
quirements.

CPRE Cheshire Branch made a
substantial submission on the con-
sultations jointly with the North
West Transport Roundtable (NW
TAR). This can be viewed in full on
the consultations page of the NW
TAR website (www.nwtar.org.uk).
This is a summary of what we said
on your behalf.
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Protect the countryside for its
own sake

Between them, the ‘Vision’ and
‘Strategic Objectives’ in the draft
LDF Core Strategy spoke of pro-
tecting nature, ‘green infrastruc-
ture’, the historic environment
and open spaces , but neither sec-
tion promised to protect the coun-
tryside for its own sake - something
we called for - and neither men-
tioned the Green Belt. CPRE and
NW TAR are becoming concerned
at the blurring of lines not only in
these consultations but also in the
emerging integrated Regional
Strategy between green infrastruc-
ture, Green Belt and open spaces.
There was a reference to a CWaC
green infrastructure strategy in
preparation but that was all.

Focus housing policies on re-
generation and previously-devel-
oped land

Our submission was very critical of
the fact that the consultations went
ahead without a key piece of evi-
dence in the public domain. The

Strategic Housing Land Availability
Assessment (SHLAA) was not
available to stakeholders and yet
those participating in the consulta-
tion were asked to identify their
preferences for locations for devel-
opments.

We urged that previously-devel-
oped land should be utilised first
and we supported an option for
concentrating new development in
the main urban areas with the
greatest accessibility. We also indi-
cated we wanted to see regenera-
tion in Ellesmere Port, Winsford
and Northwich being made the pri-
ority with only modest, mainly af-
fordable, housing development in
those rural villages which had indi-
cated in their Parish Plans they
would like to see it. However, we
qualified our expressed prefer-
ences by saying that we may need
to review them once we had had
sight of the SHLAA.

We also flagged up that, according

to the panel which sat in judgement
at the Regional Spatial Strategy



Connect transport to health and
reducing CO2 emissions

We asked for a connection to be
made in the documents between
the strategic objective of having
“healthy and supported citizens”
and active travel and reducing
congestion, ie. by encouraging
more people to walk and cycle
more often (and making it easier
for them to do so with appropriate
infrastructure), the local authority
would be promoting healthier life-
styles, tackling obesity and reduc-
ing the number of cars on the
roads..

We pressed
facilities/buildings

for health
to be made

more accessible and we pointed
out that an open-ended commit-
ment “to ensure that employment,
leisure and community facilities are
accessible by a choice of transport”
would not be in keeping with the
Climate Change Act or the
government’s latest transport com-
mand document unless it had the
addition of words such as “without
adding to CO2 emissions”.

We also made the case that the
authority should adopt more cli-
mate-related National Indicators
than it has as this action would be
more likely to result in better air
quality and sustainable transport
policies.

Adopt a sustainable approach to
transport

We strongly endorsed an option
suggesting that travel planning
should be rolled out on a much
greater scale than previously and
we called for more parking at rail-
way stations but not more strategic
park & ride sites and we made a
plea for the appointment of a senior
Rail Officer and for more emphasis
on rail by CwaC than Cheshire
County Council gave to it.

Sustainable tourism should be a
key aim, we said, not tourism at any
price. Partly to aid this in rural
areas, we urged CWacC to adopt a
quiet lanes/ greenways strategy
and re-invigorate plans for a quiet
lanes area in the Peckforton Hills
which — at CPRE’s suggestion -
were included in the first LTP. We
also asked for more 20 mph zones
to be adopted in view of the signifi-
cant life savings in other parts of
the country that have adopted large
scale trials.

Chester District

The unusual hybrid planning
application submitted to Chesh-
ire West and Chester Council
just before Christmas gives
cause for concern for Chester’s
important Green Belt.

CPRE does not object to the
new ‘Heart of Africa’ biodome,
which will be a unique African-
themed ecosystem larger than
the dome at the Eden project.
For this development Chester
Zoo can claim ‘special circum-
stances’ for building on green-
belt land.

However, the outline plans to
build two hotels and a garden
centre with associated build-
ings and car parking are a com-
pletely different question and
CPRE Cheshire objects to
these plans for a number of
reasons.

Protecting Chester’s green belt
Is vital to ensure that the setting
of this historic city is preserved
for future generations, and the
strip of green belt land between
Chester and Ellesmere Port is
particularly vulnerable as the
two are so close together.

Unauthorised Gypsy/ Travel-
ler settlements on Green Belt
land

This is an issue which CPRE is
confronting in a number of loca-
tions across Cheshire, and we
have also been alerted to more
of these developments through

contact from members of the
public. Please contact the Branch
Office if you are aware of an un-
authorised development of this
kind.

Macclesfield District

The planning application put in by
Dobbies to build a garden centre
on greenbelt land in Nether
Alderley looks likely to go before
the Cheshire East Strategic
Planning Committee in late
March. Martin Dearden has been
heavily involved in campaigning
against this inappropriate
development alongside a
residents’ group.

Geoffrey Sparrow headed a
campaign for Plumley Parish
Council against the rerouting of a
30-year-old footpath in the
village.  Although  ultimately
unsuccessful in opposing the
change of route (as there were
safety grounds for the change),
the new footpath deviates very
little from the original route and
will  be paved, making it
accessible for wheelchair users
and pushchairs.

Warrington District - a mes-

‘Atlantic Development’
waterfront plan

As we went to press, members
from Trafford and the Wirral
Society were attending a launch
event to find out more about
Peel Holdings’ plans to develop
the land which they own along-
side the Manchester Ship Canal.

This ties in with the 'Wirral Wa-

ters' development - The Wirral
Society has recently written to
the Chief Executive of Wirral
Council, asking for an explana-
tion of how he expects the Coun-
cil's Planning Section, to cope
with the evaluation of the Plan-
ning Application, which is shortly
due to be lodged by Peel Hold-
ings. They have also requested
an explanation as to how the
Council can properly consider
this Application, in the absence
of an up-to-date Development
Plan for the area, which has
been subject to public examina-
tion.
